When you walk in the forest, you see lots of trees. But a forest is much more than what you see.  51 FTrees share information about their needs and send each other nutrients (营养物).

 52 AIn fact, trees “talk” to and help each other through the underground network of fungi (真菌网络). Fungi are small living things. They reach the trees with hyphae (菌丝). These hyphae build the network of fungi and make the trees “talk” to each other.

The network of fungi helps trees grow and stay healthy. Trees give sugars to fungi, and fungi give nutrients to trees. 53 DAnd through the network of fungi, trees can share water and nutrients. For example, if a baby tree can’t make enough food, other trees can send their nutrients to the baby tree through the network. Sometimes, when a tree is dying, it will send its nutrients to other healthy trees through the network. Trees also send signals (信号) through the network. 54 CHowever, sometimes there are bad things happening between trees. Some may take nutrients from others.
